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Ruby (Class 1)

This week in Reception, we became scientists and researched the Komodo dragon.
We used our understanding and exploration of light to make dragon traps that
were dark and cave like using different materials and construction resources. We
have learnt about the features of castles and key topic vocabulary, drawing a cas-
tle and labeling the key features.
